SO, WHAT IS GOOD WORK?
The Good Work program is a joint effort between the Little BIG Foundation and your 
landlord EG, to build and maintain happier, healthier, kinder communities at work. 
We aim to foster a sense of belonging that reduces loneliness and contributes to a 
positive work environment.

Each year we conduct a survey, speak to tenants, carry out focus groups and 
interview the building management team to gather feedback to understand the 
interest areas of those working in the building. We ask them what would help them 
connect. Why? Because the world is becoming a lonely place (in fact, 1 in 3 people 
are lonely in Australia) and coming to work should be good for you.

It is our goal to make this a community where the little ‘hellos’ can lead to big 
connections.
